—Hillary to
a Secret Service agent who wanted to
keep his hands free in case of a security
emergency (page 259, First Partner, by
Joyce Milton, biographer of Charlie
Chaplin, Charles Lindbergh, et alia).

“Stay the fuck back. Stay the fuck
away from me. Don’t come within
10 yards of me, or else! Just fucking
do as I say, okay?” —Hillary to her
Secret Service detail (page 139, Unlimited
Access, by Gary Aldrich, former FBI agent
in charge at the White House).

We need to go back!” —Hillary to
Marine One pilot en route to board Air
Force One (pages 71-72, Dereliction of
Duty, by Lt. Col. Robert Patterson, military
nuclear-war-code attaché to President).

You sold out!” —Hillary to Democrat
power broker Joe Califano (page 213,
Inside, by Joseph Califano, major figure in
JFK, LBJ, and Carter administrations).

“Son of a bitch!” —Hillary describing
President George W. Bush, who had
made a secret trip to Iraq just before she
departed for her heavily publicized visit
there (page 259, American Evita [above]).

“What are you doing inviting these
people into my home? These people
are our enemies! They are trying to
destroy us!” —Hillary upon hearing that
Republicans had been invited to the
Clinton White House (page 99, The
Survivor, by John F. Harris, Washington
Post political reporter).

“Gentlemen, I have looked at your
proposal, and it’s pure bullshit!

Get
out!” —Hillary ordering out of the room
health-insurance executives who had
objected to her socialized-medicine plan
(page 88, Unlimited Access [above]).

“Goddamn, L.D., did you see that
Jamily right out of ‘Deliverance’
[novel and movie about backwoods
lowlifes]? Get me the hell out of
here.” —Hillary speaking to bodyguard
after folks at an Arkansas county fair in
bib overalls and cotton dresses “howdied”
with her (Crossfire [above]).

“This is the kind of shit I have to put
up with.” —Hillary bemoaning a gift of
earrings shaped like Arkansas razorback
hogs (page 105, Blood Sport, by James
Stewart, Pulitizer Prize-winning author).

—Hillary, a
big supporter of the Palestinian Liberation
Organization, assailing her husband for
taking presidential measures on behalf of
Israel (page 11, Bitter Legacy, edited by
Christopher Ruddy, newsmax.com.

“Come on, Bill. Put your dick up!
You can’t fuck her here!” Hillary to her

husband while he talked with a woman at
an Arkansas political rally (page 243,
Inside the White House [above])).

“I need to be fucked more than
twice a year!” —Hillary screaming to Bill
about his serial adultery (page 170,
Crossfire [above])

“Where’s the miserable cock
sucker?” —Hillary asking Secret Service
agent about whereabouts of her husband,
the President (page 5, The Truth About
Hillary, by Edward Klein, ex-editor-in-chief
of New York Times Magazine).

“You are a real shit. Do you know
that, Bill? Christ, a real shit.”
—Hillary getting in the final profanity during
another White House brawl witnessed by
staff (page 132, Bill & Hillary, by
Christopher Andersen [above]).

“You fucking asshole.” —Hillary
chiding her husband on his presidential
inauguration day for not assigning to her
the White House office normally given to
the Vice-President (page 223, Hillary’s
Choice, by Gail Sheehy, Vanity Fair
contributing editor since 1984).

—Hillary in a 2003
statement to issues2000.org, ignoring the
stunning, verified Wall Street Journal
report that detailed her husband’s tender
advice to Juanita Broddrick about her
swollen lip after he had raped her: “You'd
better put some ice on that.”

—Hillary
describing New York Times columnist
Maureen Dowd (New York Post, 7/25/00).

Bill while posing for photographers (page
125, American Evita [above]).

“I can’t think of any.” —Hillary to p.r.
expert Dick Morris, who had asked her to
list weaknesses she could change in
order to soften her negative public image
(page 335, Shadow, by Carl Bernstein,
Washington Post Pulitzer Prize winner).
